Vanessa,

So there are a few things to note here. First is as you mentioned, the location of the existing septic components in
relation to the proposed garage. We do have setbacks that have to be met In order for this to go through. Second, we
would need to know the full details of construction of the garage. This would include submission of floor plans of the
proposal and a site plan (to scale) showing the existing property features (i.e. house, drive, well, septic components, and
proposed garage). From there, we will deduce whether or not perc testing would be needed. This is based on your
submitted proposal and review of the property records’ percolation testing results. If perc testing is not needed, a
Percolation Certification may or may not be needed. A waiver may also be applied for at that time after the review has
been made. Hope this helps.
